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CHAIRMAN’S SPEECH

Dear Shareholders,

It gives me an immense pleasure to welcome you all to the 34th Annual General Meeting 

of the Corporation. The notice convening the AGM, Balance Sheet and Directors’ Report 

for the year ended 31st March 2017 are already with you and with your permission, I take 

them as read. I consider it as my privilege to address and share my views on performance 

of the Corporation and future scenario.

PERFORMANCE OVERVIEW:

Your Corporation achieved a turnover of Rs. 2993.52 crore (Previous year – Rs. 2406.04 crore) 

during 2016-17. The net profit after tax has increased to Rs. 28.88 crore in FY 2016-17 as 

against Rs. 24.08 crore during the previous year.

Your Corporation has recommended a Dividend of Rs. 8.70 crore for the year 2016-17 as 

against Rs. 7.31 crore during the previous year.

It is a matter of great satisfaction that your Corporation is a debt free Corporation and the 

treasury functions are so well managed that the entire working capital is met out from its 

internal resources and there is no burden of interest cost on the Corporation, which is the 

silver lining, considering the thin contribution margins of the Corporation.

FUTURE SCENARIO:

The last decade has seen path breaking initiative to provide support to the handloom 

sector. During the FY 2006-07, the office of DC (Handlooms) has revised the depot scheme, 

wherein, the depot charges were increased from 1% to 2.5% (presently 2%) keeping

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the transportation reimbursement at similar level. Further, in order to mitigate the cost 

disadvantage of handloom sector, the office of DC (Handlooms) has allowed 10% price 

subsidy on cotton hank and domestic silk yarn to be distributed in the handloom sector 

under Yarn Supply Scheme (YSS) and also increased the transportation re-imbursement on 

yarn other than silk & jute from 1% to 2.5% w.e.f. 06th Jan., 2012. The 10% price subsidy has 

been allowed on woollen yarn as well w.e.f. 17th Jan., 2014.

The Corporation has also undertaken organisational restructuring and redeployed more 

and more officers and staff to the field offices to generate more business. This has resulted 

in increase in turnover from Rs. 417.16 crore during the FY 2006-07 to Rs. 2993.52 crore 

during the FY 2016-17, increasing it seven folds just in a span of 10 years.

The Corporation is supplying approximately 21% of the total hank yarn production and 

there is a huge business opportunity to capture the remaining 79% of the untapped hank 

yarn supplies. The availability of this huge business opportunity makes your Corporation 

more confident and ambitious. However, we need to gear up further and aggressively look 

for more business opportunities. Introduction of 100 gms. pouches of dyes & chemicals 

in Varanasi, enabling supply of azo free and quality material at incremental cost to the 

weavers. This is being replicated in other handloom clusters thus expanding the business 

portfolio of dyes and chemicals.

INTERNAL CONTROL SYSTEM AND THEIR ADEQUACY:

The Corporation has evolved a system of internal control commensurate with the size of the 

Corporation. In order to make the internal control more effective, besides comprehensive 

internal audit manual, the new check points are also advised to the internal auditors from 

time to time on need basis. The internal audit of the Corporation is conducted by the internal 

audit team of the Corporation as well as outside independent Chartered Accountants. As per 

the decision of the Audit Committee, the head office and regional offices of the Corporation 

are audited by the internal audit wing and outside Chartered Accountants alternatively 

every year. The internal control and audit systems are being reviewed periodically by the 

Audit Committee and corrective measures are taken, wherever necessary, for continuous 

improvement.

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4. HANDLOOM SCENARIO:

The handloom sector is one of the largest unorganized economic activities after agriculture and constitutes 
an integral part of the rural and semi- rural livelihood which provides direct and indirect employment to 
more than 43 Lakh weavers and allied workers.

For holistic and sustainable development of handloom sector and welfare of handloom weavers, the 
Government of India is implementing following schemes and programmes during 12th Plan:

 (1) National Handloom Development Programme (NHDP):

  NHDP is being implemented as a Centrally Sponsored Programme for development of handlooms. 
The scheme is having following components:-

  (a) Revival, Reform and Restructuring (RRR) Package and concessional credit for handloom 
sector:

   RRR package covers waiver of overdue loan involving 100% principal and 25% of interest as 
on 31st March, 2010 and recapitalization assistance to the eligible apex and primary weavers 
cooperative societies & individual weavers and also provides fresh loan at 6% interest rate 
along with credit guarantee for 3 years. The RRR Package was approved for implementation 
up to 28th Feb., 2014.

   For providing access to subsidized term loan as well as working capital loan to handloom 
weavers not covered under loan waiver package, Government has approved Concessional 
Credit Component. The loan is sanctioned to weavers at 6% interest and Government of 
India interest subvention is maximum 7% and to leverage the loan, Government provides 
margin money assistance up to Rs.10,000/- per weaver and credit guarantee through Credit 
Guarantee Trust Fund for Micro and Small Enterprises (CGTMSE).

  (b) Comprehensive Handloom Development Scheme:

   CHDS has been formulated by merging the components of Integrated Handloom 
Development Scheme (IHDS), Marketing & Export Promotion Scheme (MEPS), Diversified 
& Handloom Development Scheme (DHDS), implemented during the 11th Plan.

   (a) Cluster development programme

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 (2) Yarn Supply Scheme (YSS):

  This scheme makes available all types of yarn at Mill Gate Price to the eligible handloom agencies. 
Under this scheme, depot operating expenses and transportation expenses are being reimbursed 
by Government of India. Further, to provide the subsidized yarn to handloom weavers in order 
to compete with powerloom and mill sector, a new component of 10% price subsidy on cotton 
hank yarn, domestic silk yarn and woolen yarn has also been added under this scheme.

 (3) Handloom Weavers Comprehensive Welfare Scheme:

  This scheme has 2 components namely Health Insurance Scheme (HIS) and Mahatma Gandhi 
Bunkar Bima Yojana (MGBBY). The HIS was earlier implemented by the Office of DC (Handlooms) 
for providing the health care facilities to the handloom weavers across the country, now it is part 
of the Rashtriya Swasthya Bima Yojana (RSBY) which is being implemented by the Ministry of 
Health & Family Welfare which covers a family of five members. The MGBBY provides life insurance 
cover to handloom weavers in the case of natural/ accidental death and total or partial disability 
due to accident. Under this scheme a scholarship of Rs.300/- per quarter per child subject to 
two children studying in standard IX to XII is also provided by Govt. of India.

 (4) Handlooms (Reservation of Articles for Production) Act, 1985 (Non-Plan Scheme):

  Government of India promulgated the Handloom (Reservation of Articles for Production), 
Act 1985 dated 29th March, 1985, with a view to protect the interests and livelihood of the 
handloom weavers in the country. Under the Act, protection to the handlooms sector was 
extended by way of reserving certain textile articles for exclusive production by handlooms. On 
the recommendation of the Advisory Committee, 11 articles were reserved vide Notification No. 
2160(E) dated 3rd Sept., 2008.

  In order to implement the Handlooms (Reservation of Articles for Production) Act, 1985 
effectively, targets of powerloom inspections under annual action plan are fixed by the O/o the 
DC (Handlooms) and circulated to all the implementing agencies for compliance. Wherever any 
violation is detected suitable action under the provisions of the Act is initiated.

5. PERFORMANCE REVIEW AND STATE OF AFFAIRS OF THE CORPORATION:

The turnover of the corporation has gone up by 24% over the previous year from Rs. 240604.43 Lakh in 
the FY 2015-16 to Rs. 299351.79 Lakh in the FY 2016-17.

The profit before tax has increased by 26% from Rs. 3697.41 Lakh in the FY 2015-16 to Rs. 4654.16 Lakh 
in the FY 2016-17 and net profit after tax has increased by 20% from Rs. 2407.93 Lakh in the FY 2015-16 
to Rs. 2888.16 Lakh in the FY 2016-17. The net worth of the corporation has increased from Rs. 8230.51 
Lakh as on 31st March, 2016 to Rs. 10103.05 Lakh as on 31st March, 2017.

It is a matter of great satisfaction that the corporation is a debt free corporation and is able to manage its 
entire working capital requirement from its internal resources.

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economic viability of the weaving community. Cotton hank yarn is the major consumed variety in the 
handloom sector. Other varieties of yarn have also been used based on the demand and preferences 
received through market feedback by the handloom weavers.

Depots are also set up through handloom agencies for ensuring easy and uninterrupted supplies. Uptill 
31st March, 2017, the number of operational depots is 935 nos. (932 nos. as on 31st March, 2016).

To mitigate the cost disadvantage of Handloom sector, the Government of India has allowed 10% price 
subsidy on hank yarn to be distributed in the handloom sector under YSS w.e.f. 06th Jan., 2012. The subsidy 
is being provided upfront in the invoice to the beneficiaries. Corporation is supplying the yarn to the 
handloom weavers under the 10% Price Subsidy component of the scheme.

The yarn supplies during the year 2016-17 were 1802.19 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 294755.14 Lakh which include 
1799.15 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 294194.81 Lakh under Yarn Supply Scheme as compared to supplies of 1727.81 
Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 236119.72 Lakh which include 1725.46 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 235686.51 Lakh under 
the Yarn Supply Scheme during the last financial year 2015-16. The yarn supplies under the 10% Price 
Subsidy Component of Yarn Supply Scheme (included in the yarn supplies mentioned above) during the 
year 2016-17 were 306.31 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 141730.51 Lakh as compared to 257.08 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 
92751.08 Lakh during the last financial year 2015-16.

Corporation is arranging quality dyes for the benefit of handloom weavers and the supplies during the 
financial year 2016-17 were 46.22 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 4596.65 Lakh as compared to supplies of 37.46 Lakh 
kg. valuing Rs. 4484.30 Lakh during the last financial year 2015-16.

Corporation is negotiating the yarn rates with the suppliers centrally for purchase of bulk quantities to 
obtain bulk quantity discounts with a view to provide the yarn to Handloom weavers at competitive/ 
lowest rates. Rates are placed on corporation’s website as well, on monthly basis for access by the weaver 
agencies, resulting in better transparency.

Corporation is operating 10 nos. Warehouses (Previous year 10 nos.) at Guwahati (Assam), Samudragarh 
(West Bengal), Sitapur (Uttar Pradesh), Chirala (Andhra Pradesh), Kannur (Kerala), Bhubaneshwar (Odisha), 
Warangal (Telangana), Agartala (Tripura), Godda (Jharkhand) and Moradabad (Uttar Pradesh) for ensuring 
timely supply to the handloom weavers/ agencies. The yarn supply made through these warehouses during 
the year 2016-17 was 3.23 Lakh kg. valuing Rs. 871.75 Lakh as against 3.24 Lakh kgs. valuing Rs. 892.00 
Lakh during the last financial year 2015-16.

The debtors recovered (out of outstanding as on 31st March, 2016) during the FY 2016-17 as % age of 
debtors outstanding as on 31st March, 2016 is 95.92% (Previous year – 95.20%).

The number of average days of delivery of yarn has been reduced up to 24 days (Previous year - 34 days). 
The total number of reduction in yarn delivery time (Time taken from requisition by handloom weavers 
till its delivery) is 10 days.

Financial and HR modules of ERP were successfully implemented as on 30th November 2016 and porting 
of data is also done successfully in ERP.

Corporation has facilitated 30386 number of Handloom weavers under Mudra Card Scheme by organising 
various camps.

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6. DEVELOPMENTAL ACTIVITIES AND MARKETING SUPPORT:

 (i) The expenditure in North-Eastern states in promotion of handlooms by way of organizing buyer 
seller meets, dissemination programmes and other developmental programmes has gone down 
by 13% from Rs. 17.77 Lakh in FY 2015-16 to Rs. 15.51 Lakh in FY 2016-17.

 (ii) In order to increase the availability of better quality yarn and also the options in the form of 
alternative supplier mills, the corporation has organized 03 nos. (Previous year – 03 nos.) Buyers’ 
Seller Meets in North Eastern Region and 13 nos. (Previous year - 12 nos.) Buyers’ Seller Meets 
in other than North Eastern Region during the year.

 (iii) In order to disseminate/ propagate the various schemes run by the office of DC (Handlooms), 
Ministry of Textiles for the benefit of handloom weavers, corporation has organized 14 nos. 
(Previous year - 14 nos.) One Day Sensitization Programmes on dissemination of Government 
Scheme in the states of Himachal Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir, Uttaranchal and North Eastern 
region.

 (iv) In order to enable the weavers to know the yarn used and products manufactured in other 
states, the corporation has organized 9 nos.

‘SILKFAB’ exhibitions (Previous year - 19 nos.) were organized at 
Mumbai, Ahmedabad, Ernakulam, Surat, Jabalpur, Kolkata, New Delhi, Bangalore, Chandigarh, 
Coimbatore, Lucknow, Indore, Hyderabad, Bhopal, Patna, Pune, Guwahati, Vijayawada, Raipur, 
Jammu and Bhubaneswar, while 03 nos. ‘WOOLFAB’ exhibitions (Previous year - 03 nos.) at 
Lucknow, Bhopal, and Jabalpur and 01 no. ‘National Handloom Expo (Previous year – 01 nos.) 
at Ahmedabad was organized during the year.

  The total sale in the Exhibitions during the year was Rs. 88.99 crore (Previous year - Rs. 92.37 
crore).

7. COMPUTERISATION:

Corporation has implemented the New ERP with effect from 30.11.2016 for yarn activity at all its Regional 
Offices and at Corporate office. Accordingly, all the data entry is being done in New ERP. The 10% price 
subsidy on hank yarn under YSS announced by the Govt. of India on 6th Jan., 2012 and stock handling has 
also been incorporated in ERP. All the reports have been finalized and stabilized. It has resulted in timely 
and accurate information, elimination of manual records and avoiding duplicity of work.

Corporation had introduced Voluntary Retirement Scheme (VRS), which was in operation during the 
year 2016-17 for secretarial staff, but none of the employee opted VRS during the year. Total number of 
employee of the Corporation as on 31st March, 2017 now stands at 208 (Previous year - 215) which include 
23 (11.05%) employees belonging to Scheduled Castes (SC) category, 08 (3.84%) employees belonging 
to Scheduled Tribes (ST) category, 33 (15.86%) employees belonging to Other Backward Classes (OBC) 
category and 05 (2.40%) employees of Physically Handicapped (PH) category.

The turnover per employee is Rs. 14.39 crore (Previous year – Rs. 11.19 crore) and the Profit after Tax (PAT) 
per employee is Rs. 13.88 Lakh (Previous year Rs. 11.20 Lakh).

The Industrial relations have been cordial and remained peaceful during the year under review.

10. PROGRESSIVE USE OF HINDI:

Corporation is committed to the progressive use of Hindi in its day to day working. Corporation has been 
publishing “RAJBHASHA SURABHI” magazine on half yearly basis i.e. in the month of September and March.

Further Corporation has been awarded 4th prize for publication of “RAJBHASHA SURABHI” magazine.

The Board of the corporation is well structured except the appointment of 01 independent director, for 
which, request has been made to the Administrative Ministry for the induction on the Board. Presently, it 
consists of 4 members, out of whom, two are the nominee of the government of India (including Chairman), 
01 is Non Official Independent Women Director and one is the Functional Director (i.e. Managing Director).

We have also examined compliance with the applicable clauses of the Secretarial Standards issued by the 
Institute of Company Secretaries of India.

We have not examined the applicable financial laws, like direct and indirect tax laws, since the same have 
been subject to review by statutory financial audit and other designated professionals.

We report that during the period under review the Company has complied with the provisions of the Act, 
Rules, Regulations, Guidelines, Standards, etc. as mentioned above subject to the following observation:

 – Where as in term of the provisions of Section 149(4) & 149(5)of the Companies Act, 2013 read with 
rule 4 of the Companies (Appointment and Qualification of Directors) Rules, 2014, the Company was 
required to appoint at least two Independent Directors on the Board of the Company but the Company 
in compliance of Government of India, Ministry of Textiles Order no. 11/26/82-DCH/NHDC/ (VOL. IV) 
has appointed only one namely Smt. Shikha Roy Pabbi as an Independent Director for a period of 
three years w.e.f 1st Febuary 2017. The Management has further informed that the Company being a 
Government Company has requested its administrative ministry for making necessary appointment of 
another Independent Director on the Board of the Company.

 – Where as in term of the provisions of Section 149(1) of the Companies Act, 2013 read with rule 3 of 
the Companies (Appointment and Qualification of Directors) Rules, 2014, the Company was required 
to appoint at least one Woman Director on the Board of the Company latest by 31st March, 2015 the 
Company could not comply with the same. The Company has now appointed one Woman Director 
w.e.f. 01st February 2017, Hence the Company was in default of Section 149(1) from 01st April 2016 till 
31st January 2017.

 – Where as in term of the provisions of Section 177(1) of the Companies Act, 2013 read with rule 6 of the 
Companies (Meeting of Board and its powers) Rules, 2014, the Company was required to constitute 
an Audit Committee of the Board with the a majority of Independent Directors. The Company has 
constituted the Audit Committee of the Board consisting of three directors without sufficient number

Further The Company has reconstituted the Audit Committee and includes 
one Independent Director in its Board Meeting held on 30th March 2017 The Management has further 
informed that the Company being a Government Company has requested its administrative ministry 
for making necessary appointment of Independent Director on the Board of the Company so as to 
constitute optimum number of Independent Director in the Audit Committee.

 – Where as in term of the provisions of Section 177(1) of the Companies Act, 2013 read with rule 6 of the 
Companies (Meeting of Board and its powers) Rules, 2014, the Company was required to constitute a 
Nomination & Remuneration Committee of the Board, but the Company has not constituted the same. 
As informed by the Management, the Company being a government company is exempted from the 
provisions of section (2) (3) & (4) of Section 178 of the Companies Act, 2013 with regard to appointment 
and remuneration of Directors on its Board except the appointment of senior management and other 
employees. The Management has further informed that the number of employees in the Corporation 
is also small (208), accordingly, no need has been felt by the Corporation to have a Remuneration 
Committee and the matter relating to remuneration of senior management and other employees, if 
any, are placed directly to the Board of Directors.

 – Where as in term of the provisions of Section 134(3) of the Companies Act, 2013 the Company was 
required to have a Risk Management policy, the Company has not adopted any formal Risk Management 
policy. However as informed by the Management the Company has adopted all necessary measures for 
the management of the risk.

 – The Company has filed with delay few forms with the Registrar of Companies, Ministry of Corporate 
Affairs, Uttar Pradesh & Uttarakhand, Kanpur under the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013.

We further report that:

 1) The Company has complied with Companies Act 2013, Corporate Governance Guidelines for Central 
Public Sector Enterprises, 2010 issued by Ministry of Heavy Industries and Public Enterprises, 
Department of Public Enterprises, Government of India in respect of constitution of the board with 
proper balance of Executive, Non-Executive Directors & Independent Directors.

 2) Adequate notice is given to all Directors to schedule the Board Meetings atleast seven days in 
advance and agenda and detailed notes on agenda were also sent in advance to all the Directors 
subsequently, and a system exists for seeking and obtaining further information and clarifications 
on the agenda items before the meeting and for meaningful participation at the meeting. In case 
of shorter notice, the Company has complied with the applicable provisions of Section 173 of the 
Companies Act 2013 read with clause 1.3.7 of the Secretarial Standard -1 of ICSI.

 3) Majority decision is carried through while the dissenting members’ views, if any, are captured and 
recorded as part of the minutes.

 4) The Directors have complied with the disclosure requirements in respect of their eligibility of 
appointment, their being independent and compliance with the Code of Business Conduct & Ethics 
for Directors and Management Personnel;

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS REPORT

1. HANDLOOM SCENARIO:

The handloom sector is one of the largest unorganized economic activities after agriculture and constitutes 
an integral part of the rural and semi- rural livelihood which provides direct and indirect employment to 
more than 43 Lakh weavers and allied workers.

For holistic and sustainable development of handloom sector and welfare of handloom weavers, the 
Government of India is implementing following schemes and programmes during 12th Plan:

 (1) National Handloom Development Programme: NHDP is being implemented as a centrally 
sponsored programme for development of handlooms. The scheme is having following 
components:-

  (a) Revival, Reform and Restructuring (RRR) Package and concessional credit for handloom 
sector: RRR package covers waiver of overdue loan involving 100% principal and 25% of 
interest as on 31st March, 2010 and recapitalization assistance to the eligible apex and 
primary weavers cooperative societies & individual weavers and also provides fresh loan 
at 6% interest rate alongwith credit guarantee for 3 years. The RRR Package was approved 
for implementation upto 28th Feb., 2014.

   For providing access to subsidized term loan as well as working capital loan to handloom 
weavers not covered under loan waiver package, Government has approved Concessional 
Credit Component. The loan is sanctioned to weavers at 6% interest and Government of 
India interest subvention is maximum 7% and to leverage the loan, Government provides 
margin money assistance upto Rs.10,000/- per weaver and credit guarantee through Credit 
Guarantee Trust Fund for Micro and Small Enterprises (CGTMSE).

  (b) Comprehensive Handlooms Development Scheme (CHDS) has been formulated by 
merging the components of Integrated Handloom Development Scheme (IHDS), Marketing 
& Export Promotion Scheme (MEPS), Diversified & Handloom Development Scheme (DHDS), 
implemented during the 11th Plan. Sub-components of the CHDS are as follows:-

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 (2) Yarn Supply Scheme (YSS):

  This scheme makes available all types of yarn at Mill Gate Price to the eligible handloom 
agencies and the depot operating expenses and transportation expenses are being reimbursed 
by Government of India. Further, to provide the subsidized yarn to handloom weavers in order 
to compete with powerloom and mill sector, a new component of 10% price subsidy on cotton 
hank yarn, domestic silk yarn and woolen yarn has also been added under this scheme.

 (3) Handloom Weavers Comprehensive Welfare Scheme:

  This scheme has 2 components namely Health Insurance Scheme (HIS) and Mahatma Gandhi 
Bunkar Bima Yojana (MGBBY). The HIS was earlier implemented by the Office of DC (Handlooms) 
for providing the health care facilities to the handloom weavers across the country, now it is part 
of the Rashtriya Swasthya Bima Yojana (RSBY) which is being implemented by the Ministry of 
Health & Family Welfare which covers a family of five members. The MGBBY provides life insurance 
cover to handloom weavers in the case of natural/ accidental death and total or partial disability 
due to accident. Under this scheme a scholarship of Rs.300/- per quarter per child subject to 
two children studying in standard IX to XII is also provided by Govt. of India.

 (4) Handlooms (Reservation of Articles for Production) Act, 1985 (Non-Plan Scheme):

  Government of India promulgated the Handloom (Reservation of Articles for Production), 
Act 1985 dated 29th March, 1985, with a view to protect the interests and livelihood of the 
handloom weavers in the country. Under the Act, protection to the handlooms sector was 
extended by way of reserving certain textile articles for exclusive production by handlooms. On 
the recommendation of the Advisory Committee, 11 articles were reserved vide Notification No. 
2160(E) dated 03rd Sept., 2008.

  In order to implement the Handlooms (Reservation of Articles for Production) Act, 1985 
effectively, targets of powerloom inspections under annual action plan are fixed by the O/o the 
DC (Handlooms) and circulated to all the implementing agencies for compliance. Wherever any 
violation is detected suitable action under the provisions of the Act is initiated.

2. STRENGTH AND WEAKNESSES:

Corporation has a national network having presence in 29 States/ Union Territories through 9 Regional 
Offices, and 31 Branch Offices. No other body in the handloom sector has such a wide presence in the 
country. The presence of the corporation serves as an effective tool to intervene the market so as to 
restrict the monopolistic character of the private traders, in order to keep the hank yarn rates within a 
reasonable level. Corporation serves a noble cause of social responsibility by catering to a sector, which 
consists of poor artisans/ handloom weavers in unorganised sector, engaged in the production of items 
of high cultural heritage and traditional value of Indian culture.

Few employees are going to superannuate at various levels in the next few years. To fill the vacuum that 
may be created by the superannuation of the employees at various levels, corporation has planned not 
only to train/ gear up its middle level executives to take up the higher responsibilities but also making 
fresh recruitment at the induction level as well as senior levels depending upon the requirements. During

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the last 10 years prior to the year 2010-11, the recruitment of fresh employees is negligible. It is hoped that 
the fresh recruitment will imbibe new blood in the corporation with a better mix of existing employees 
having organisational experience and new employees with outside experience. Besides corporation is 
facing uncertain demand and delayed payments from state apex bodies.

3. OPPORTUNITIES AND THREATS:

Presently, the corporation is catering to 21% (approximately) of the total hank yarn production to the 
handloom sector and there is a large scope to expand the business by reaching the untapped handloom 
sector consuming 79% of the total hank yarn production. In this regard the efforts are being made to 
increase the coverage by accessing new agencies.

The yarn market is well developed and there is a competition with the private traders which are already 
well established and offer comparatively better credit and other facilities to the weavers. To combat the 
same, the corporation is obtaining and negotiating the yarn rates centrally for bulk quantity discounts 
with a view to provide yarn to the handloom weavers at competitive/ lowest rates. Rates are placed on 
the corporation’s website as well on monthly basis for access by the handloom weavers’ agencies, resulting 
in better transparency.

4. OUTLOOK:

The corporation believes that it will continue to be on its growth platform achieving new heights year by 
year. To further strengthen its position the corporation keep re-assessing its strengths and weaknesses and 
preparing its business plan accordingly which shall enable the corporation to identify its new growth area.

5. SEGMENT-WISE AND PRODUCT WISE PERFORMANCE:

Yarn, being the main raw material supplied to the handloom sector, continues to be the highest contributor 
to the turnover of the corporation. Its contribution has increased marginally from 98.14% of the total 
turnover of the corporation during the year 2015-16 to 98.46% during the year 2016-17. The percentage 
share of the dyes and chemicals has decreased from 1.86% during the year 2015-16 to 1.54% during the 
year 2016-17. The segment wise analysis of the operations of the corporation is placed herein below:

check points are also advised to the internal auditors from time to time on need basis. The internal audit of 
the corporation is conducted by the internal audit team of the corporation as well as outside independent 
Chartered Accountants. As per the decision of the Audit Committee, the head office and regional offices 
of the corporation are audited by the internal audit wing and outside Chartered Accountants alternatively 
every year. The internal control and audit systems are being reviewed periodically by the Audit Committee 
and corrective measures are taken, wherever necessary, for continuous improvement.

7. DISCUSSION ON FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE WITH RESPECT TO OPERATIONAL PERFORMANCE:

The turnover of the corporation has gone up by 24% over the previous year from Rs. 2406.04 crore in the 
FY 2015-16 to Rs. 2993.52 crore in the FY 2016-17.

The profit before tax has gone up by 26% from Rs. 36.97 crore in the FY 2015-16 to Rs. 46.54 crore in the 
FY 2016-17 and the net profit after tax has gone up by 20% from Rs. 24.08 crore in the FY 2015-2016 to 
Rs. 28.88 crore in the FY 2016-17. The net worth of the corporation has gone up from Rs. 82.31 crore as 
on 31st March, 2016 to Rs. 101.03 crore as on 31st March, 2017. The Net Profit after Tax is 28.59% of the 
Net Worth as on 31st March, 2017.

The capital structure of the corporation remained unchanged with the paid up capital of Rs.19 crore 
divided into 19 Lakh equity share of Rs.100/- each in the FY 2016-17. The corporation has recommended 
a dividend of Rs. 8.70 crore being 30.12% of post tax profits and 45.78% of equity capital.

The performance of the Corporation has been rated as ‘Very Good’ by the Department of Public Enterprise 
(DPE) for the year 2015-16. The performance of the corporation qualifies ‘Very Good’ rating based on the 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) measurement criteria, for the year 2016-17.

It is a matter of great satisfaction that the corporation is a debt free corporation and is able to manage its 
entire working capital requirement from its internal resources.

8. DEVELOPMENT IN HUMAN RESOURCE INCLUDING NUMBER OF PERSONS EMPLOYED:

Employees’ efficiency has been the key focus of the corporation. Various training programmes in technical, 
managerial and IT areas are organized for upgrading the skills of the employees of the corporation.

Total no. of employees of the corporation as on 31st March, 2017 is 208 (Previous year – 215 nos.). Employees’ 
relation during the year remained harmonious and cordial.

9. CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY (CSR):

Corporation has revised its CSR Policy in accordance with the provisions of Section 135 of the Companies 
Act 2013 and revised DPE guidelines. The revised policy named ‘NHDC CSR & Sustainability Policy 2014’ 
has been uploaded on corporation’s website, after its approval by the Board of Directors in its meeting 
held on 24th Nov., 2014.

Corporation has constituted the CSR Committee, which met 2 times during the year 2016-17 (16th Sept.,

Comments of Statutory Auditors Reply of Board of Directors

1 Frequent transfers of funds have been made from 
one bank account to the another without proper 
deliberation for requirement of funds. This kind 
of bank account management could not make it 
possible to adopt sweep or flexi fixed deposit facility 
of the Bank. Thus, unwanted transfers of funds have 
deprived the Corporation of the comparatively higher 
rate of interest, which would have otherwise been 
accrued in the accounts of the Corporation. Further, 
fixed deposits have been made for shorter periods 
though the same could have been reasonably made 
for longer periods to earn better rate of interest.

Transfer of funds from one bank to other 
happened due to transfer of Corporate 
Office from Lucknow to Greater Noida 
during the current financial year 2016-17. 
In this process FDR getting matured at 
Lucknow were further transfer to Greater 
Noida PNB/ Union Bank to have better 
utilization of funds and payment of subsidy/ 
grant etc.

Funds received from Ministry of Textile 
are further transferred to Bank Account of 
Regional Offices for further remittance to 
User Agencies on account of YSS Scheme.

2 The Corporation has initiated action on many of 
the vital observations made in the audit reports of 
the previous three years. It would be in the greater 
interest of the betterment of the accounting system, 
financial policy and fiscal health of the Corporation to 
take steps to reach at the conclusive stage on those 
observations. It would be unnecessary to reiterate 
the same in this respect.

Improvement is a continuous process and 
Management is thankful to Auditors for 
giving valuable suggestions from time to 
time. However the improvement process 
shall continue, as desired.

3 Strict compliance of financial rules is mandatory 
to avoid financial irregularities. For example, while 
making payments, it should be ensured that the 
competent authority, whom the financial powers have 
been delegated, has duly sanctioned the expenditure, 
the procurement procedure have been followed and 
accounting and record keeping properly has being 
done. The bills for payment must have inscribed 
upon them entries made in the stock register. The 
competent authority should also pass orders on 
the bills under his signature inscribing “passed for 
payment Rs…..............”.Bills should be cancelled by 
stamping “Paid and Cancelled” under initial of the 
cheque issuing authority. The compliance of these 
procedures is not being adhered to. Therefore, 
suitable action needs to be taken.

Payment are being processed after due 
approval of the Competent Authority on 
Note Sheet/ File. Respective vouchers are 
processed at the Clerical/ Junior Officer 
Level and Vouching etc. is worked at that 
level. Instructions have been issued to 
Junior Level Officers (preparing vouchers) 
to be more vigilant on the issue.

P&S of Dated 17/01/2014 issued from the Ministry 
of Textiles, Government of India lays down detailed 
Guidelines of Yarn Supply Scheme for implementation 
during the remaining period of 12th five year plan. 
Under this scheme, NHDC has claimed subsidy for 
reimbursement of transportation/depot charges 
and 10% subsidy on yarn supply to the agencies.The 
audit team examined the subsidy claims of the NHDC 
(Corporation) with reference to Guidelines which in its 
Para 10.6.1(vi) provides that “In order to provide 10% 
price subsidy component on Hank Yarn upfront to the 
user agencies, NHDC will be provided corpus fund to 
the tune of 40% of B.E. of the scheme by the Central 
Government at the beginning of each financial year. 
The Corpus Fund given to NHDC will be recouped 
on utilization of 70% of fund and on submission 
of audited expenditure statement”. However, on 
perusal of the related records, we have found that 
NHDC has claimed reimbursement based on papers 
created by the NHDC & by obtaining signature & seal 
of any of the Chartered Accountants on the letter 
of the NHDC(Not on Chartered Accountants letter 
head) as and when required without audit reports 
for audited expenditure statement. Such (undated) 
seal and signature of the Chartered Accountant 
without enclosing his report on audited expenditure 
statement is in violation of the provisions laid down 
by the GOI in the Guidelines’ para 10.6.1(vi).

Claims along with Audited Expenditure 
Statement are submitted to Ministry of 
Textile as per The Government of India 
order no. 6/1/2012- DCH/P&S of dated 
17 January 2014. The Audited Statement 
as per the format provided by Ministry 
of Textile is to be signed by CEO and 
Independent Auditors. Any such Statement 
of Accounting is certified by Chartered 
Accountant only based on the Certification 
of the Management. Hence, the above said 
Utilization Certificate can’t be submitted on 
the letter head of Chartered Accountant. 
Moreover, this is complaint with GFR 
guidelines. Hence, the interpretation of the 
Auditors is not tenable.

5 While scrutinizing note no. 8 for Corpus fund (Corpus 
development) of the financial statements for Financial 
Year 2016-17, it is observed that Corpus fund have 
been disbursed to meet out their demands of 
clusters for working capital. These disbursements 
of the funds are to be recycled by making recovery 
and re-disbursing the same in favour of other needy 
clusters. Effective action in this regard is wanting. The 
Internal Auditor has also pointed out that there is no 
movement in the working capital of the Corpus fund. 
In addition to this balance confirmation for Corpus 
fund is not available at the respective offices.

Corpus fund is sanctioned by Ministry of 
Textile with special focus to develop certain 
Clusters and accordingly Cluster-wise funds 
are released by The Government of India. 
Funds are not diverted from one Cluster to 
another. Cluster-wise funds are received in 
NHDC for making credit sales, developing 
new customers and meeting their Working 
Capital requirements.

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6 Till June, 2017, sales and purchase of the Yarn did not 
attract sales tax or VAT(except few .O.s), therefore, 
the sale and purchase of the Yarn was simple and 
unrestricted as far as the record keeping in regard 
to taxes is concerned. Now, with the introduction 
of Goods and Service Tax (GST) with effect from 
01st July, 2017; purchase and sale of Yarn has also 
come under the umbrella of GST with tax rate of 5%. 
Therefore, accountability and transparency in sale and 
purchase of Yarn has to be applied and systematic 
record keeping has to be maintained. Therefore, with 
introduction of GST, a new regime of accounting in 
purchase and sale of Yarn is bound to impact the 
quantum of consumption of yarn, if the issue is not 
properly handled.

GST has been implemented w.e.f. 01 July 
2017 and is not relevant in respect of the 
reporting financial year 2016-17. However, 
in order to have accounting to meet the 
requirement of GST in the upcoming 
financial year 2017-18, ERP has been 
implemented in the Organization.

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(V) Emphasis of matters:

During the course of audit, it has been observed that a total amount of Rs. 36,15,573.00 has been deposited 
directly in the bank accounts of Regional Offices by the Handloom Weavers during period of 08 November 
2016 to 30 December 2016 i.e. after demonetization of currency of Specified Bank Notes (SBN) of Rs. 500 
and Rs. 1000. Information in regard to the amount deposited by the Weavers in the banks in the SBN could 
not be furnished to the audit as the same is yet to be obtained from Regional Offices by the Head Office. 
The Corporation has not issued any guidelines to the Regional Offices (R.O.) for controlling deposit of SBN 
during demonetization period. Reporting requirement of Specified Bank Notes (SBN) is made by MCA in 
Notification No. G.S.R. 307(E) and Notification No. G.S.R. 308(E) dated 30th March, 2017. Consequently, we 
are unable to obtain sufficient and appropriate audit evidence to report whether the disclosures to the 
extent stated in the note no. 31, are in accordance with books of account maintained by the Company 
and as produced to us by the Management.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.

(VI) Other matter:

We did not audit the financial statements/information of 9 Regional offices included in the standalone 
financial statements of the Company whose financial statements / financial information reflect total assets 
of Rs. 305.98 crore as at 31st March, 2017 and total revenues of Rs. 3299.90 crore for the year ended on 
that date, as considered in the standalone financial statements. The financial statements/information of 
these branches have been audited by the branch auditors whose reports have been furnished to us, and 
our opinion in so far as it relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of these branches, is 
based solely on the report of such branch auditors.

Our opinion is not qualified in respect of this matter.

It is to be pointed out that 
the office building area 221.70 sq. meters, at Mumbai amounting 
to Rs. 2163293.00 is pending for registration with the appropriate 
authority. Conveyance deed of R.O. Kolkata Building area 152.35 
sq. meters is available on records but registered documents of 
property not found.

Our audit of internal 
financial controls over financial reporting included obtaining an understanding of internal financial 
control over financial reporting, assessing the risk that a material weakness exists, and testing and 
evaluating the design and operating effectiveness of internal control based on the assessed risk. 
The procedure selected depends on the auditor’s judgment, including the assessment of the risks of 
material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error.

 We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis 
for our audit opinion on the company’s internal financial control system over financial reporting.

(III) Meaning of Internal Financial Control over Financial Reporting

 A Company’s internal financial control over financial reporting is a process designed to provide 
reasonable assurance regarding the reliability of financial reporting and the preparation of financial 
statements for external purposes in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles. A 
company’s internal financial control over financial reporting includes those policies and procedures 
that (1) pertain to the maintenance of records that, in reasonable detail, accurately and fairly reflect 
the transactions and dispositions of the assets of the company; (2) provide reasonable assurance 
that transactions and are recorded as necessary to permit preparation of financial statements in 
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles , and that receipts and expenditures of 
the company are being made only in accordance with authorizations of management and directors 
of the company; and (3) provide reasonable assurance regarding prevention of timely detection of 
unauthorized acquisition, use, or disposition of the company’s assets that could have a material effect 
on the financial statements.

(IV) Inherent Limitations of Internal Financial Control over Financial Reporting

 Because of the inherent limitations of internal financial controls over financial reporting, including 
the possibility of collusion or improper management override of controls, material misstatements due 
to error or fraud may occur and not be detected. Also, projections of any evaluation of the internal 
financial controls over financial reporting to future period are subject to the risk that the internal 
financial control over financial reporting may become inadequate because of changes in conditions, 
or that the degree of compliance with the policies or procedures may deteriorate.

(V) Qualified Opinion

 According to the information and explanations given to us and based on our audit, the following 
material weaknesses have been identified as at March 31, 2017.

1.1 Frequent transfers of funds have been made from one bank account to the another without proper 
deliberation for requirement of funds. This kind of bank account management could not make 
it possible to adopt sweep or flexi fixed deposit facility of the Bank. Thus, unwanted transfers of 
funds have deprived the Corporation of the comparatively higher rate of interest, which would have 
otherwise been accrued in the accounts of the Corporation. Further, fixed deposits have been made 
for shorter periods though the same could have been reasonably made for longer periods to earn 
better rate of interest.

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1.2 The Corporation has initiated action on many of the vital observations made in the audit reports 
of the previous three years. It would be in the greater interest of the betterment of the accounting 
system, financial policy and fiscal health of the Corporation to take steps to reach at the conclusive 
stage on those observations. It would be unnecessary to reiterate the same in this respect.

1.3 Strict compliance of financial rules is mandatory to avoid financial irregularities. For example, while 
making payments, it should be ensured that the competent authority, whom the financial powers 
have been delegated, has duly sanctioned the expenditure, the procurement procedure have been 
followed and accounting and record keeping properly has being done. The bills for payment must 
have inscribed upon them entries made in the stock register. The competent authority should also 
pass orders on the bills under his signature inscribing “passed for payment Rs…..........”. Bills should 
be cancelled by stamping “Paid and Cancelled” under initial of the cheque issuing authority. The 
compliance of these procedures is not being adhered to. Therefore, suitable action needs to be taken.

1.4 The Government of India order No.6/1/2012- DCH/P&S of Dated 17/01/2014 issued from the Ministry of 
Textiles, Government of India lays down detailed Guidelines of Yarn Supply Scheme for implementation 
during the remaining period of 12th five year plan. Under this scheme, NHDC has claimed subsidy for 
reimbursement of transportation/depot charges and 10% subsidy on yarn supply to the agencies.

 The audit team examined the subsidy claims of the NHDC (Corporation) with reference to Guidelines 
which in its Para 10.6.1(vi) provides that “In order to provide 10% price subsidy component on 
Hank Yarn upfront to the user agencies, NHDC will be provided corpus fund to the tune of 40% of 
B.E. of the scheme by the Central Government at the beginning of each financial year. The Corpus 
Fund given to NHDC will be recouped on utilization of 70% of fund and on submission of audited 
expenditure statement”. However, on perusal of the related records, we have found that NHDC has 
claimed reimbursement based on papers created by the NHDC & by obtaining signature & seal of 
any of the Chartered Accountants on the letter of the NHDC(Not on Chartered Accountants letter 
head) as and when required without audit reports for audited expenditure statement. Such (undated) 
seal and signature of the Chartered Accountant without enclosing his report on audited expenditure 
statement is in violation of the provisions laid down by the GOI in the Guidelines’ para 10.6.1(vi).

1.5 While scrutinizing note no.8 for Corpus fund (Corpus development) of the financial statements 
for Financial Year 2016-17, it is observed that Corpus fund have been disbursed to meet out their 
demands of clusters for working capital. These disbursements of the funds are to be recycled by 
making recovery and re-disbursing the same in favour of other needy clusters. Effective action in 
this regard is wanting. The Internal Auditor has also pointed out that there is no movement in the 
working capital of the Corpus fund. In addition to this balance confirmation for Corpus fund is not 
available at the respective offices.

1.6 Till June, 2017, sales and purchase of the Yarn did not attract sales tax or VAT (except few .O.s), therefore, 
the sale and purchase of the Yarn was simple and unrestricted as far as the record keeping in regard 
to taxes is concerned. Now, with the introduction of Goods and Service Tax (GST) with effect from 
01st July, 2017; purchase and sale of Yarn has also come under the umbrella of GST with tax rate of 
5%. Therefore, accountability and transparency in sale and purchase of Yarn has to be applied and 
systematic record keeping has to be maintained. Therefore, with introduction of GST, a new regime 
of accounting in purchase and sale of Yarn is bound to impact the quantum of consumption of yarn, 
if the issue is not properly handled.

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SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

ACCOUNTING CONVENTIONS:

The financial statements have been prepared under historical cost convention in accordance with the 
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, the provisions of Companies Act’ 2013 and applicable Accounting 
Standards issued by the Institute of Charted Accountants of India (ICAI).

FIXED ASSETS:

The assets acquired/ purchased are recorded on the basis of purchase value.

DEPRECIATION AND IMPAIRMANET OF ASSETS:

Depreciation on fixed Assets is charged on straight-line method. Depreciation is calculated on pro-rata 
basis on all additions made during the year in which the assets are put to use/ brought on charges. 
However, 100% depreciation is charged on the assets acquired during the year where individual cost does 
not exceed Rs. 5000. Depreciation is calculated as per useful life of assets mentioned in Schedule – II of 
the Companies Act 2013.

The carrying amount of assets is tested at each Balance Sheet date for impairment so as to determine 
and provide for the impairment loss, if any, required or the reversal, if any, required for impairment loss 
recognized in previous periods.

GRANTS:

The expenses against Grants-in-aid have been incurred on specific purposes and are adjusted accordingly 
in specific grant received from Government. Grants/ Receivable from Government are recognized on accrual 
basis keeping in view the certainty of its ultimate collection.

INVENTORIES:

The valuation of stocks is at cost or net realizable value, whichever is lower. Goods-in-transit due to sales 
return or otherwise are valued at purchase price.

SALES:

The sales of yarn, dyes & chemicals and fabrics represent the value of goods dispatched to customers.

CLASSIFICATION OF EXPENDITURE:

All expenses and Incomes are accounted for under natural heads of account. Wherever necessary, allocation 
of expenditure on the functional basis has been made.
